Email Security
Did you know that the government records all your emails and will use them against you if it is ever necessary for them to do so?  Fortunately there are way to encrypt emails to keep you safe from intruding eyes; not just the government. 

S/Mime : Secure Multipurpose Internet Mail Extensions
S/Mime is incoroporated into several browsers and e-mail applications.  In addition Moss (Mime Object Security Services) provides authenticion, and non-repudiation by using md2 or md5 RSA asymmetric keys and DES. 


PEM : Privacy Enhanced Mail

This mail was proposed by the IETF, but hasn’t been widely implemented.  

PGP : Pretty Good Protection

PGP is good for smaller groups.  It works by using the IDEA algorithm for encryption and the RSA algorithm.  It was developed at MIT and the government wasn’t happy about it because they weren’t able to read the emails.  PHP is freeware.
